INSTRUCTIONS

1. All treasure hunting should only occur during daylight hours

2. The medallion will NOT be located in an area that will require climbing, digging or disturbing any physical
impediments. You don’t need a ladder as the medallion will be located less than five feet high.

3. Do not endanger yourself or others while you look for the medallion.

4. The medallion could be outdoors or indoors, and will be located in a PUBLIC common place and not on
residential properties. Please do NOT search in these areas.

5. If outdoors, the medallion could be wet or covered by leaves etc.., but will not be covered with snow. It will
not be below ground surfaces. It will NOT be necessary to bend or destroy any vegetation to locate the
medallion. It will NOT be next to roadways nor within 10’ of surface level waters. The medallion could be
hidden near devices, furniture and fixtures but again will NOT require any climbing or destructive actions. No
disassembly is required to find the medallion.

6. Follow the clues as they are designed to focus you towards the ultimate location of the medallion.

7. Once found, take The Medallion, call the contact listed on the back to register your discovery.

RULES
